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Writing and illustrating History in Byzantium

Abstract: The main objective of the paper is the comparative study of the text John
Skylitzes/Ioannes Scylitzes s Synopsis of Histories with the miniatures included in the well-known
and discussed codex of the Biblioteca Nacional de Madrid (Vitr. 26-2). The approach aims to
critically examine the correspondence between historical narrative and image and to look for
criteria of the choice of the manner of presentation- it also aims to answer the questions whether
there were reasons that led each of the artist-micrographers to their choices and whether the
differences, among them, in the manner of presentation followed any rules. In addition, a
comparison between the text-image correspondence of this codex and that of other illustrated

manuscripts will be attempted.
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
