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Political events of the Iberian Peninsula in Anddeiig Ioroprav
of Laonicus Chalcocondyles

Abstract: One of the many peculiarities of the work An6dei€ig iotopiwv by Laonicus
Chalcocondyles are the extensive references to the history of Western Europe. Similarly,
the geographical information, descriptions of cities, monumental constructions and
diplomatic relations or conflicts between the states of the Iberian Peninsula constitute a
real exception in Byzantine historiography.

In previous studies, we had the opportunity to examine texts by Chalcocondyles which
include the description: a) of the Iberian Peninsula, describing its most important
geographical features (Sierra Nevada, the river Ebro, etc.), the most important cities
(Barcelona, Toledo, Granada...) and monumental constructions such as the cathedral of
Santiago de Compostela, as a centre of pilgrimage for Christianity in the West- b) the
relations between John II of Castile and the Nasrid dynasty of the kingdom of Granada
during the first half of the 14th century, where important and unknown information is
given about the Battle of Higueruela on the outskirts of Granada in 1431.

A particularly important aspect is also: (a) the difficult and conflictive relations of the
Christian kingdoms of Castile, and of Aragon and Navarre, with a leading role of the
Castilian contestable, Alvaro de Luna; (b) the characteristics of the last part of the
presence of the so-called Company of Catalans, Aragonese and Almogavars in the
territories of Romania; c¢) the activity of King Alfonso V of Aragon in the Central
Mediterranean in the framework of the complex political panorama of the Italic
Peninsula, where the Crown of Aragon had a dynamic and continuous advance since the
end of the 13th century (with the conquest first of Sicily in 1282 and then of the Kingdom
of Naples with the conquest of the city in 1441) and since the XIV century in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the Aegean Sea.

These facts, which occupy a not inconsiderable part of the historical work of Laonicus
Chalcocondyles, will be examined in this work in order to situate them in their historical
framework and to look for the sources from which he draws his information. At the same
time, a brief analysis will be made of the theory of history in the same work, especially the
causes and the way of explaining things.
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
