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Reading the Preamble to Nicetas Choniates' Chronicle:
philological observations

Abstract: Prompted by Nicetas Choniates' rare words, the sources of his inspiration
are sought and traced (with the aid of technology) in the older literature, either
historiographical, philosophical or religious (hagiographical or patristic), in addition
to those already pointed out by the very diligent editor Jan Louis van Dieten in his
edition, which undoubtedly constitutes a herculean philological feat. But is it only in
the Proem that so many reminiscences are gathered? Our feeling is that we can expect
a rich harvest of such "fruits” from Nicetas Choniates' entire work, if it is properly
"farmed”.
