History and Historiographers in Photios’ Biblioteca and in the Excerpta
Constantiniana. Observations on texts and manuscripts

Abstract: We  will compare the Libraryof Photius and the Excerpta
Constantiniana (especially the De virtutibus et vitiis), focusing on the very different ways
in which the two works deal with the texts of ancient historians and chronographes. On
the basis of the research conducted in recent years on the oldest manuscripts of both
works, we will focus in particular on the material aspects of the two operations (materials
used, actors involved, etc.), the criteria for selecting the sources, and the books used to
realise both projects.
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
