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Abstract: Division of Byzantine philosophy into periods on the basis of centuries — with these
periods taking into account the long development of Byzantine culture, various aspects of
Byzantine thought and reflecting the unique historical reality - is, first and foremost,
conventional, methodical and helpful. Such conventional division allows the researchers to
observe different stages and events of the Byzantine Empire that decisively influenced Byzantine
philosophy and left their particular imprints on it. In every historical observation, this kind of
approach is chosen due to methodological reasons, yet one must be aware that life and culture
do not respect such boundaries, that no period starts or ends abruptly, at a clear point. Disunity
of chronological divisions of Byzantine philosophy is reflected in similar disunity of its
periodization, as different researchers utilize different criteria. In this study, we will consider
the periodization of Byzantine philosophy by selected authors and we will explain most
important cultural factors that had an impact on forming of later thought.
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
